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Recommendation #1

APR Committee encourage and develop regular inter-country exchange programmes promoting
exposure to different cultures for young people. In association with the exchange programme, the APR
Committee shall develop regional and international exhibitions that celebrate the differences between

cultures and are accessible to all youth, not just those in Scouting.

Recommendation #2

That NSO's encourage and develop peace projects that involve youth members such as the "Gifts for

Peace" project - at least one per year - as part of the APR contributions to the centenary of Scouting.

Recommendation #3

APR Committee encourage NSO's to adopt the "Scouts of the World" Programme.

Recommendation #4

APR Committee develop APR VenturerNet, APR ScoutNet and APR RoverNet, which is an excellent

resource. NSO's encourage their youth members to join their sections APR network.

Recommendation #5

APR Committee and NSO's ensure all relevant up-to-date information regarding national, regional and
international events be accessible over the APR network for the relevant section so as to allow youth

members to access information themselves.

Recommendation #6

APR Committee facilitates development of an interactive APR youth website with input from youth
members, which provides information targeted towards all youth members including programme ideas,

communication mechanisms and entertainment.

Recommendation #7

APR facilitate publication of successful strategies for membership growth and programmes which are

accessible to all members of the APR via the APR website and APR bulletins.

Recommendation #8
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Planning Committee for the next APR Youth Forum consider the following amendments to the
guidelines:
® [ncrease the number of topics to be discussed.
® Increase the time available to discuss topics.
®  Delegates register 5 months before the forum.
® Delegates be given topics 3 months prior to the Forum and be given the opportunity to begin
discussing the topics before the forum.

®  Presentations by guest speakers shall preferably include youth leaders.
